1. Which population groups remain unreached despite current delivery models?
2. Are catch-up strategies operationally and financially viable at scale?
3. How effectively are HIV services integrated into HPV vaccination delivery?
4. What policy changes are needed to reach unreached girls in and out of schools?

· Risks and safeguards related to single-dose policy
· Need for ring-fence and improve allocation on the HPV financing
